DESCRIPTION:

EPRAD’S new Ramp Amplifier & Sound Switching Cabinet performs three important functions for
drive-in theatres: (1) provides a termination point for ‘‘home runs’’; (2} isolates individual ramps for
servicing; and (3) turns off sound in ramps not being used to discourage occupancy. it furnishes
ON/ OFF switching control of 20 circuits and will handle up to 40 ramps.

FEATURES & ADVANTAGES:

The Cabinet contains: emergency amplifier switching controls, substitute load resistors for each
circuit; ON and OFF ramp switching controls; monitor and concession speaker volume controls; match-
ing transformers for monitor and concession speakers: emergency amplifier switching controls which
can switch Group A or Group B speakers to either Amplifier No. 1 or No. 2 (also allows both Group
A and B speakers to be switched to one amplifier in an emergency); and controls for alternate testing
of the field speaker groups from the monitor speaker. All wire connections terminate at barrier strips
and the cabinet has four knock-outs top and bottom.

The Panel includes: ON/OFF switches for each of the 20 circuits; NORMAL and EMERGENCY
switches for both amplifiers; ON/OFF switches and volume controls for both the concession speakers
and the two 10-unit groups of speakers.
